Weighing is 

optional, but recommended so that you can track your ani-

malõs progress throughout the summer.   In addition, all 

sheep and goats need to ex-

hibit scrapies tags or tattoos.  

If you are unsure if your ani-

mal has this identification, 

please contact the producer 

you purchased it from.  If you 

are still unsure please contact 

Tricia.  NO sheep or goats 

will be allowed on the Fair-

grounds during county fair 

without this identification.

Supreme Lamb and Pork Production Contests 

Here is an option for open class lamb and hogs at the 
Wyoming State Fair.  Lambs and hogs need to be identi-
fied (tagged, weighed, and official sheet signed off by 
Tricia or an FFA advisor) no later than June 1st.  This is 
before the regular tagging deadline so you need to let us 
know immediately if you are interested.  Hogs will not be 
slaughtered this year.  This show has transitioned from a 
terminal show to an ultrasound-based show to allow hogs 
to be shown in other WSF events.  Hogs must be born on 
or after 2/1/08 and must weigh 100 lbs or less at tag-
ging.  You can nominate 3 hogs but can only exhibit 2 at 
State Fair. They must weigh at least 210 lbs at State 
Fair.  Lambs will be slaughtered and sold for market price 
so they cannot be sold at county fair.  Five lambs can be 
nominated but only two can be shown at State Fair.  They 
must weigh at least 100 lbs at State Fair.

You will 

be learning leadership skills while participating in the sport excit-

ing sport of rock climbing, and camping at the sight.  The dead-

line for registration is June 9th and space is limited to the first 25 

participants state-wide so if you are interested contact Tricia 

ASAP for a registration form.
